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Abstract

This is a report on the short-term program “Thai Cultural Studies Program in Thailand”
organized by the Japanese Studies Program, Institute of East Asian Studies, in collaboration
with the Japanese Language Department, Faculty of Liberal Arts, Thammasat University.
There were twelve students and one lecturer from Rikkyo University, Japan participating in
this program. The program was conducted for five days from the 13-18 September 2012 with
visiting places as follows: the Mangrove Forest in Klongkhone, the floating market in Ampawa,
Samutsongkram; JJ Market, Khaosarn, Chinatown in Bangkok; site in Ayutthaya; Buffalo
Village in Suphanburi. The main objective of this seminar was (1) to provide basic know-
ledge about the Thai way of life and culture and (2) to help the students develop a global
perspective. The participants not only learned about the Thai way of life but also witnessed

how the Japanese culture was absorbed into the Thai culture.
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
