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Instructions to Authors

All kinds of original manuscripts, for example, research papers, academic papers,
review articles or book reviews, that contribute to Japanese studies are welcome for
consideration if the submitted article has not been published elsewhere or is not under
consideration for publication. The Journal adopts a double-blind review procedure and,
therefore, all articles, except for invited papers and book reviews, will be converted into
PDF format with the author list and affiliation removed prior to being sent to the selected
reviewers.

Authors will normally be notified of acceptance, rejection, or need for revision within
4 weeks of submission. Contributors may be asked to revise their contributions before final
acceptance and will have an opportunity to review proofs before publication. Contributors
will be provided with an electronic PDF proof via email and corrections must be returned
by the due date. The Editor reserves the right to edit all manuscripts for proper publication

according to the format of the Journal.

Manuscript Preparation

1. A manuscript should be submitted as a standard word-procession electronic file to
editorial office at: journal.ieas@gmail.com

2. The length of the manuscript should not exceed 16 pages with single block text
and double-spaced lines. 16 pt. Cordia New should be used for Thai, 10 pt Times
New Roman for English, and 10 pt. MS Mincho for Japanese manuscripts.

3. A manuscript should contain the following elements: article title, author list, position,
affiliation, corresponding author’s e-mail address, abstract, keywords, article’s main
body, conclusion and references. In the case of non-English articles, please also
provide an English translation of all elements, except the main body and conclusion.

4. An English abstract (approximately 300 words) followed by 3 to 5 keywords is
required for all articles, including those written in Thai and Japanese text.

5. The article’s main body should be in the following order: background and rationale,
objective, methodology, results and discussion, and conclusions.

6. English captions or explanatory notes of tables, figures and images should be
provided. A caption should be placed above the table and below the figure or
image. Photographic prints must be sharp, of high contrast, and the size should not

be smaller than 600x800 pixels.

References should be in English and listed in alphabetical order by authors. The
American Psychological Association (APA Style) must be used as the reference output
style. When a reference is made in a language other than English, the language should
be indicated in parentheses at the end of the reference e.g., (in Thai). See the format of
